KENTUCKY STATE BOARD OF HAIRDRESSERS & COSMETOLOGISTS
December 1, 1997

The December 1, 1997 meeting of the Kentucky State Board of Hairdressers and
Cosmetologists was called to order by Chairman Bea Collins at 10:00 a.m. The meeting
was held at the office of the board, 314 West Second Street, Frankfort, Kentucky. Those
members present were: Bea Collins, Sharon Marks, Beverly McCauley and Carroll
Roberts, Administrator. Rhonda Hurley Wharton arrived at 10:45 a.m. Also present was
Diane Fleming, Board Counsel, Attorney General’s Office.

Sharon Marks moved to approve the November 3, 1997 board meeting minutes. Beverly
McCauley seconded and the motion carried by a 2-0 vote.

COMMUNICATIONS

Heidi Williams - Ms. Williams submitted a letter requesting credit for 463 hours that she
obtained in 1991. Beverly McCauley moved Ms. Williams be advised she will receive
credit for 231 Y2 hours, which is one-half the total number of expired hours, provided she
completes 1,800 hours by March 1998. Sharon Marks seconded and the motion carried
by a 2-0 vote.

Crystal Newton - Ms. Newton submitted a letter requesting credit for hours she obtained
in 1992 and 1993. Sharon Marks moved Ms. Newton be advised she will receive credit
for 221 hours, which is one-half the total number of expired hours provided she
completes 1,800 hours by January 1999. Beverly McCauley seconded and the motion
carried by a 2-0 vote.

Dreyana Phillips - Ms. Phillips submitted a letter requesting permission to obtain an
additional 150 hours in addition to the 150 hour statutory requirement to restore her
apprentice cosmetologist license. Beverly McCauley moved Ms. Phillips be advised her
request is approved and she may enroll for 300 hours. Sharon Marks seconded and the
motion carried by a 2-0 vote.

Holly Price, State Beauty College - Dreyana Phillips - Ms. Price submitted a letter
requesting that Ms. Phillips receive credit for the hours she obtained from the original
date of enroliment due to Ms. Phillips enrollment being misfiled by the school instead of
mailing to the office of the Board. According to records on file in the office of the board,
Ms. Phillips enrolled on October 1, 1997, however, her application for enrollment was
not received until October 31, 1997. Sharon Marks moved Ms. Price be advised that Ms.
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Phillips will receive credit for only ten (10) days prior to receipt of the application for
enrollment, which would be October 20, 1997. Beverly McCauley seconded and the
motion carried by a 2-0 vote.

Keith Palmer - Mr. Palmer submitted a letter and documentation concerning his
conviction of a felony requesting permission to apply for the apprentice cosmetologist
examination. Mr. Palmer completed 1,800 hours in 1994, applied for the apprentice
cosmetologist examination, but never reported. Beverly McCauley moved Mr. Palmer be
advised he may apply for the examination in order to obtain an apprentice cosmetologist
license. Sharon Marks seconded and the motion carried by a 2-0 vote.

Gary Meadows - Mr. Meadows submitted a letter requesting he be allowed to apply for
an apprentice instructor license. Mr. Meadows obtained his apprentice cosmetologist
license on March 4, 1992, restored on September 13, 1996, and obtained his regular
cosmetologist license on October 14, 1997. Beverly McCauley moved Mr. Meadows be
advised he may apply for his apprentice instructor license since he met the one (1) year
requirement for licensure. Sharon Marks seconded and the motion carried by a 2-0 vote.

Angela Burns - Ms. Burns submitted a letter requesting an extension of time, due to other
employment, to report for the regular cosmetologist examination. Ms. Burns had
received three (3) previous extensions and had until November 1997 in which to report
for the regular examination. Sharon Marks moved Ms. Burns be advised she will be
notified to report for the regular examination after January 3, 1998 and there will be no
further extensions or restorations. Beverly McCauley seconded and the motion carried
by a 2-0 vote.

Gregory Wilburn - Mr. Wilburn submitted a letter concerning his enrollment in the
Ashland Vocational School. Beverly McCauley moved Mr. Wilburn be advised that the
complaint appears to be of a personal nature and does not specify violations of the
statutes and regulations and will therefore be dismissed. Sharon Marks seconded and the
motion carried by a 2-0 vote.

Robin Harned, Robin’s Nail Creations - Ms. Harned submitted a brochure she created for
her clients concerning acrylic nails and requested the brochure become mandatory for
nail techs to distribute to their customers. Beverly McCauley moved Ms. Harned be
advised
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that the board appreciates receiving the information, however, the Board does not
endorse or specify any brochures, textbooks or learning documents to be mandatory.
Sharon marks seconded and the motion carried by a 2-0 vote.

Rhonda Hurley Wharton arrived at 10:45 a.m.

Sentrakal Tes - Watterson School of Cosmetology, Louisville - Mr. Tes submitted a letter
requesting credit for hours he obtained while attending Watterson School of
Cosmetology from September 24, 1997 to October 24, 1997. Mr. Tes was not properly
enrolled at that time due to a discrepancy in his educational documents. Mr. Tes’
completed application for enroliment and corrected documents were received November
13, 1997 with an enrollment date of November 6, 1997. Beverly McCauley moved Mr.
Tes be advised he will only receive credit for hours obtained from the date of enrollment
on the completed and correct application. Sharon Marks seconded and the motion carried
by a 3-0 vote.

After discussing the proposals with the Board, Ms. Shipley indicated she
would provide the members of the board with a copy of the bill draft and the Board
advised Ms. Shipley that should they have any questions, they would be in contact with
her.
